Textbook:  Fundamentals of Anatomy and Physiology by Frederic Martini

Course:  Anatomy and Physiology is the study of the structural and functional characteristics of living things.  We will begin at the microscopic level with atoms & cells and make our way to tissues, organs, and finally organ systems in order to fully understand the human body.  This course will include animal dissection as a means to learn body structure and function.  We will be studying each body system including the human reproductive system.

Your success in Anatomy and Physiology depends upon the following:

· A desire to succeed

· Good attendance--It is very difficult to earn a good grade if you are not in class (both mentally and physically) each day.

· Preparedness-- Bring class materials with you each class meeting. (Writing utensil, paper, folder, and textbook)

· Participation-- Make every effort to ask questions and get involved during class as this promotes learning.

· Completion of assignments--If your work is not turned in on time and completed, you will suffer a loss of points.

Homework:  Homework will be assigned regularly and is very critical to success in Anatomy and Physiology.  All late homework, without an excused absence, will be reduced by 50%.  Homework will be due the class meeting after it is assigned unless otherwise indicated.  If you are absent (excused), you will be allotted the same number of days, as you are absent to make up the missed work. It is your responsibility to find out what you have missed and complete the assignments. All missing assignments will be counted as zero in grade book until completed.
Absences/Make-up Work: Homework and class work assignments will be posted in a designated area for students who are absent. All students are responsible for their make-up work.

Participation: Students will be given 10 participation points daily for being on time to class, prepared, and an active participant in classroom discussions or activities. A loss of points will occur if a student is tardy, truant, unprepared, being disruptive or in violation of other classroom and school rules.

Labs:  An assortment of laboratory equipment will be utilized during this course.  Students will be instructed in laboratory safety.  It is essential that students follow the laboratory safety rules and teacher instructions.  Misuse or misunderstanding of equipment, materials, or instructions can lead to damage of school property and personal injury.  Some laboratories cannot be made up. If you are absent for a lab you will need to come in on your own time to make up the lab, if applicable.
Notebooks:  You will be responsible for keeping a Scientific Notebook of all A & P information including, notes, labs, worksheets, etc.  This notebook should accompany you to each class session and it will be checked periodically each quarter for completeness and organization. Your notebook will contribute points to your semester grade as well as help you study and track your class progress.

Tests and Quizzes: A unit or chapter test will be given at the conclusion of each section of study. Make-up tests are your responsibility and will not be the same as the test given to the class as a whole.  Quizzes will be given often.  If you know you are going to miss a quiz you may arrange to take it prior to your absence.  Your lowest test/quiz score will be dropped at the quarter and semester.
Grading:  Grades will be posted in class and/or on Student Connect every week. You will receive three grades in the class. The first grade is based on class work, projects and homework; one is based on quiz and test scores and final grade is based on Science Notebook and Participation. At the end of the quarter and/or semester these grades will be averaged together to determine your grade.
