Cat Dissection – Hind Limb
Cat Dissection Guidelines
**As your work through the cat dissection manual make drawings and take notes that will help you prepare for your cat lab practical exam.  Superficial=surface       Deep=below surface
1. Remove the skin from your cat using dissecting scissors and tools. If skin has been removed continue to step 2.
2. Read p. 15 to begin muscles.  Read and refresh your memory of the planes of the cat on pg. 2.

3. Medial View - Start the muscles on the superficial hind limb-medial view p.16.  Also, use copied insert diagram.  Identify each muscle, free it with your probe, practice it and draw it.  To reveal the deep muscles you will need to cut and reflect back the superficial ones p.17,19.  

4. Lateral View – Start muscles on the superficial hind limb –lateral view, pg. 15. Identify each muscle, free it with your probe, practice it and draw it. Also identify, draw and label muscles of the hind leg pg. 18. Quizzes on p. 15-19.
